Dayton, Ohio – The U.S. Navy F-18 Super Hornet Demonstration at this year’s Vectren

First, the Super Hornet is the Navy’s premier Strike Fighter, and seeing it in action is 
always impressive.

Aviation, the U.S. Navy East Coast F-18 Super Hornet Tactical Demonstration Team 
will come to Dayton from Strike Fighter Squadron 106, “The Gladiators,” based at 
Naval Air Station Oceana in Virginia.  
 
Felini is but one of at least fourteen pilots or crew members with local ties who will be 
participating in the 2008 Vectren Dayton Air Show.  The show takes to the skies July
